Fiir Elise
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Beethoven's "Klavierstiick fiir Elise" was composed in 1810, probably for the daughter
of Beethoven's physycian, Therese Malfatti. The appellation "Fiir Elise" should possibly
actually be "Fiir Therese" instead. This edition is faithful to Beethoven's two page draft
with the exception that some left hand notes in the treble region have been notated on the
treble staff and marked with an L. This was done to make it easier for young students to
read the piece. We suggest a tempo of eighth note = 112 or slower for learning.
